4.3 The Standard Monthly Retainer includes all billable attorney time related
to travel to/from Trinity County. The Standard Monthly Retainer also
includes mileage expenses and lodging for one round trip to/from Trinity
County each month. County shall reimburse Law Firm for reasonable
costs of travel (reimbursement at the applicable IRS rate), and lodging for
all other travel, as may be authorized from time to time by the County
Administrative Officer, when Law Firm represents County.
4.4 The Standard Monthly Retainer includes all clerical and secretarial costs,
copying jobs of less than 100 pages, faxing, and electronic research costs.
Expert fees, litigation-related travel, or other costs outside the Standard
Monthly Retainer shall be subject to approval in advance by the CAO.
4.5 Until the firms are officially merged, payment shall be made to the firm
"Cota Duncan & Cole," unless Law Firm directs County otherwise in
writing.
5. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall be valid from Monday,
July 1,2008, through Tuesday, September 30, 2008. During the term of this Agreement, Law
Firm will function as Interim County Counsel. The parties understand and agree that this interim
status extends only to the limited term specified herein and is not subject to the provisions of
Government Code section 27641. The parties agree to undertake this limited term Interim
County Counsel Agreement to facilitate continued County Counsel services pending a permanent
appointment on or before September 30,2008, as approved by the Trinity County Board of
Supervisors.
6. REPRESENTATION OF ADVERSE INTERESTS. County is informed that
the Rules of Professional Conduct of the State Bar of California require the County's informed
written consent before an attorney may begin or continue to represent the County when the
attorney has had a relationship with another party interested in the subject matter of the
attorney's proposed representation of the County. County and Law Firm are not aware of any
such potential conflicts.
7. DISCHARGE OF ATTORNEY. County may discharge Law Firm, pursuant to
state law, by written notice effective when received by Law Firm. Notwithstanding the
discharge, County will be obligated to pay Law Firm its last statement within thirty (30) days as
set forth under the terms of this Agreement.
8. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement of the
parties. No other Agreement, statement, or promise made on or before the effective date of this
Agreement will be binding on the parties.
9. SEVERABILITY IN EVENT OF PARTIAL INVALIDITY. If any provision
of this Agreement is held in whole or in part to be unenforceable for any reason, the remainder of
that provision and of the entire Agreement will be severable and remain in effect.
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
