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10. MODIFICATION BY SUBSEQUENT AGREEMENT. This Agreement may
be modified by subsequent Agreement of the parties only by an instrument in writing signed by
both of them.
11. ARBITRATION OF FEE DISPUTE. If a dispute arises between Law Firm and
County regarding attorney's fees under this Agreement, the parties may seek informal resolution
by timely arbitrating the dispute in accord with the provisions of Business and Professions Code
sections 6200-6206.   Should any dispute proceed to litigation, the jurisdiction and venue for
adjudication of such dispute is stipulated by the parties to this Agreement to be Trinity County.
The prevailing party in any action or proceeding to enforce any provision of this Agreement will
be awarded reasonable attorney's fees and costs incurred in that action or proceeding or in efforts
to negotiate the matter.
12. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. Law Firm will provide services under this
Agreement in the capacity of an independent contractor. As an independent contractor, Law
Firm will not receive, nor be entitled to, compensation or benefits other than expressly provided
in this Agreement, and Law Firm shall be responsible for all health care benefits, health
insurance, malpractice insurance, and retirement benefits, if any, afforded to Law Firm's
attorneys and staff. Nothing about this Agreement is intended to alter the independent contractor
status of Law Firm for purposes of services provided to the County under this Agreement.
