Greetings Commissioner for Patents:

Thank you very much for your correspondence dated 05/25/2012 and for the timely review of my Nonprovisional Application for Utility Patent.

I have a very busy schedule at present, and I am working overtime to respond as promptly as possible to your Notice of File Missing Parts of Nonprovisional Application (copy enclosed).
I attempted to retain the services of a qualified circuit designer to prepare replacement drawings, but he replied that his software was not entirely appropriate to that task.  He also replied that his hourly rate was way above normal for such a drafting task.

I was very fortunate to locate very capable freeware software on the Internet, and it came with an excellent drawing package which we used to produce “Replacement Drawing 1” (see enclosed 2 pages with Legend on the second page).

Also enclosed is my “Replacement Oath or Affirmation” and the $65.00 surcharge fee i.e. “for late submission of filing fee, search fee, examination fee or oath or declaration”.  I presume that the surcharge fee is for the latter “oath or declaration”.  If not, please clarify.

I have also enclosed two (2) identical CD-ROM discs with six (6) files all of which are ASCII (i.e. with .txt filename suffix).  The paper labels for each disc contain all the information required under your heading “Items Required To Avoid Processing Delays”.
Also enclosed are two (2) empty plastic CD-ROM cases, with the addition of “Copy 1” and “Copy 1” paper labels as also required under your heading “Items Required To Avoid Processing Delays”.  Please feel free to replace the original paper labels with the latter updates.
Where appropriate, I have also re-formatted all text to comply with your requirement for 1½ or double spacing.

I do have a quick question, the answer to which will help me with all future correspondence between us.  I am not sure if you meant to imply that .pdf files with graphics and photographs must also be converted to ASCII.  As you know or should know, ASCII is an abbreviation for American Standard Code for Information Interchange, and that standard is intended only for alphanumeric text e.g. files with .txt suffix.
On the other hand, Adobe Reader has become a widely accepted standard for displaying digital documents containing photographs, drawings and other graphics, in addition to alphanumeric text.  The .pdf suffix readily identifies digital files which can be read with Adobe Reader, and popular software like Microsoft’s PowerPoint and WORD can easily write output files in .pdf format.

Finally, the .pdf files stored on our first pair of CD-ROM discs contain high-resolution digital photographs, which are intended to be easily ZOOMed with the Adobe Reader software.  This ZOOM function permits very close examination of minute details which are not usually visible on hard-copy color prints of the same photographs.
I would appreciate a little clarification from your office concerning the incompatibility that exists between ASCII files and Adobe Reader files in .pdf format.
