Kennelly, responding to a question about the correct legal meaning of the term “State” at section 3121(e) in the Internal Revenue Code.  As you can readily see for yourself, 2 groups of Federal “legal experts” correctly advised Rep. Kennelly as follows:
The term state in 26 U.S. Code 3121 (e) specifically includes only the named U.S. territories and possessions of the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, the Virgin Islands, Guam and American Samoa.

I’m forced to surmise that an advanced degree from a renown Law School would not necessarily guarantee that any of its graduates would have been exposed to such revealing admissions as this!  Similarly, I argue that you now know at least one of the many reasons why my lawsuit against 129 named Defendants was actively, and criminally, obstructed.
